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As the youngest chief conductor of a Finnish orchestra ever Tibor Boganyi led from 2003 — 2006
the Turku Philharmonic Orchestra. Highlight of this period was the unique series of Bartdk pieces
featuring Bluebeard’s Castle, The Miraculous Mandarin, The Wooden Prince, Concerto for Orchestra,
Dance Suite, Violin Concerto No. 1 and No. 2 and Rhapsodies for violin and orchestra. Holding this
position he has conducted all the major orchestras in Finland as the Helsinki Philharmonic Orchestra,
Finnish Radio Symphony Orchestra, Lahti Symphony Orchestra and Tampere Philharmonic
Orchestra. He has also appeared internationally with orchestras such as the Copenhagen Philharmonic
Orchestra, Orchestre National du Capitole de Toulouse, Staatsphilharmonie Rheinland—Pfalz,
Budapest Symphony Orchestra, The Macao Orchestra, Shanghai Symphony Orchestra and Mexico
State Symphony Orchestra. Forthcoming engagements include invitations to the Copenhagen
Philharmonic Orchestra and The Macao Orchestra etc.

Tibor Boganyi is a devoted interpreter of opera, symphonic and oratoric music and has been
conducting highly acclaimed performances. In 2006 he conducted very successful Cosi fan tutte
at the Finnish National Opera. Other credits include ballet performances of Le Sacre du Printemps
at the Budapest Opera, Tosca at the Turku Opera, Carmen at the Pori Opera. His wide range of
repertoire includes traditional classical music as well as contemporary Finnish music. His diploma
examination was the world premiere of the ballet Hobbit by Aulis Sallinen at the Finnish National
Operain 2001.

Hungarian-born Tibor Boganyi has studied conducting at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki with
Jorma Panula and Leif Segerstam and at the Paris Conservatory with Janés Furst after finishing
his violoncello studies at Kodaly Conservatory and the Sibelius Academy. He is prizewinner of
several competitions and served as Artistic Director of the Vivo Youth Symphony Orchestra Finland.
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
