
Eggner Trio Piano Trio

The Eggner Trio was founded in 1997 by the three brothers Christoph, Georg and Florian Eggner. In 1999
already the Austrian musicians have been winning the First Prize of the International Brahms Competition
in Pörtschach and captured the international musical world in 2003 winning the First Prize of the prestigious
Melbourne International Chamber Music Competition (plus Musica Viva Special Prize).
The most important teachers were Günter Pichler (Alban Berg Quartet), Juri Smirnov (Brahms Trio Vienna)
and the Altenberg Trio  In addition the trio has worked in masterclasses with Menahem Pressler (Beaux Arts
Trio), Norbert Brainin and Sigmund Nissel (Amadeus Quartet), Thomas Kakuska (Alban Berg Quartett),
Laszlo Meszö (Bartok Quartet) as well as Steven Isserlis.
The three brothers gave concerts in Italy, Germany, Belgium, Great Britain, Japan as well as in USA and
performed at major venues and leading festivals in Austria as Konzerthaus Vienna, Brucknerhaus Linz,
Klangbogen Vienna, Lockenhaus festival, Oberösterreichische Stiftskonzerte, Carinthischer Sommer etc.
In 2005/06 the trio appeared in the series Rising Stars. In 2006 the Eggner Trio gave his highly acclaimed
debut at the Schubertiade Hohenems followed by reinvitations for 2007 and 2008. 2007/08 will see numerous
concerts in Europe and a tour to New Zealand.
Christoph Eggner, piano, prizewinner of several competitions, graduated from the Universität für Musik und
darstellende Kunst Vienna and Conservatoire nationale superieure de musique et de danse Paris with
distinction studying with Paul Badura-Skoda, Oleg Maisenberg, Brigitte Engerer and Michel Béroff.  He
received a scholarship from the Alban Berg Foundation in 1994. Since 2000 he has been assistent to Oleg
Maisenberg at the Universität für Musik und darstellende Kunst Vienna.
Georg Eggner, violin, prizewinner of Jugend musiziert, Prima la Musica, Concorso Internazionale di Musica
per I Giovani, Stresa and "ORF-violin". Further to his studies with Boris Kuschnir for eleven years he has
been studying with Günter Pichler at the Universität für Musik und darstellende Kunst Vienna He received
a scholarship from the Alban Berg Foundation, Dürr Foundation and Tokyo Foundation.
Florian Eggner, violoncello, is prizewinner of Prima la Musica 1996. He studied with Wolfgang Herzer
(Principal Cellist of the Vienna Philharmonic) and Stefan Kropfitsch at the Universität für Musik und darstellende
Kunst Vienna as well as with Clemens Hagen at the Mozarteum Salzburg.
Georg Eggner is playing on a violin by Joseph Gagliano (1779) and Florian Eggner on a violoncello by Carl
Richter (1907).
Live Classics released the first CD with trios by Beethoven. For the Austrian Radio Corporation, Bavarian
Radio Corporation, ABC Australia as well as a tv recording at the Oberösterreichische Stiftskonzerte (Austrian
Television) they recorded numerous concerts.

In Haydn’s Trio e-moll Hob. XV: 12 and Beethoven’s Trio
G-dur op. 1/2 the three Eggner brothers know how to

merge the thematic elements to an ample arc, which was
demonstrated not only in the expressive lyrical Haydn-

Andante  but also the furious Beethoven-Presto.
