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You never know what the brilliant young British violinist
Daniel Hope, acclaimed for his ventures into
contemporary music, will do next. He has collaborated
with actors on works that combine music and words
and explored Indian music and jazz........ he plays with
the unsparing intensity and gritty incisiveness of an
unabashed champion of contemporary music.
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Daniel Hope is renowned the world over for his musical vitality and creativity. He has won all
important record prizes for classical music in the Western music scene. Daniel Hope appears
regularly with major orchestras and renowned conductors worldwide. He has toured and performed
in major music centres and festivals. Daniel Hope’s dedication to 20th century and contemporary
music is highlighted through close contacts with several eminent composers.

Daniel Hope devotes a portion of his time to conceptual projects. His award-winning project East
meets West presents works for violin composed by Ravi Shankar. A close association with the
Oscar™ winning actor Klaus Maria Brandauer has led to a series of highly successful projects such
as In search for freedom (War and Pieces) and Mozart Unplugged!; other evenings combining words
and music created by Hope include An Audience with Beethoven with Mia Farrow; Forbidden not
forgotten with chamber music and poetry from the Theresienstadt Ghetto; and Music to die for!, a
play written by the Whitbread-prize winning author Christopher Hope with music performed by Hope
and jazz pianist Uri Caine, directed by Jonathan Moore. Many of these projects receive their first
performances at the Savannah Music Festival in Georgia, USA, where Daniel Hope is Associate
Artistic Director.

In 2007 Daniel Hope signed an exclusive contract with Deutsche Grammophon, with whom he will
now record a variety of projects like the Mendelssohn Violin Concerto with the Chamber Orchestra
of Europe and a Theresienstadt project with Anne Sofie von Otter and Christian Gerhaher.

From 2004-2006 Daniel Hope made a total of eight award-winning recordings for Warner Classics:
the Alban Berg Violin Concerto and Benjamin Britten Concerto with the BBC Symphony Orchestra
and Paul Watkins, John Fould’s Apotheosis — in memoriam Joseph Joachim with the City of
Birmingham Symphony Orchestra and Sakari Oramo, Mozart Sonata for Violin and Piano KV 379
and Violin and Piano Concerto KV 56 (315f) with Sebastian Knauer, Camerata Salzburg and Sir
Roger Norrington, East meets West with Gaurav Mazumdar and friends, Shostakovich Concertos
No. 1 and 2 with BBC Symphony Orchestra and Maxim Shostakovich and Bach Violin Concertos
with the Chamber Orchestra of Europe.

Daniel Hope was a student of the Russian pedagogue, Zakhar Bron and graduated from the Royal
Academy of Music London. At the age of ten he appeared on British television with double bass
player Gary Karr. Yehudi Menuhin was one of his mentors to perform Bartok Duos performing over
sixty concerts together.

He will continue his position with the Beaux Arts Trio until the 2007/08 season.
