
Klazz Brothers Ensemble

Founded in 1998 the ensemble KLAZZ BROTHERS - Tobias Forster, piano; Kilian Forster, bass; Tim Hahn,
drums - is known for their boundary crossing arrangements by connecting classic and jazz (KLAZZ: KLAssik
JaZZ) in a very extraordinary way. With the exceptional duo CUBA PERCUSSION the ensemble recorded
their first album Classic meets Cuba.
It was during a tour of Cuba that the KLAZZ BROTHERS bumped into two fantastic Cuban percussionists.
Rooted in very different musical traditions the musicians found a new common language beyond auditive
experience. Here is where a new sound and the success story came into being. With the musical language
of today, KLAZZ BROTHERS and CUBA PERCUSSION provide a new, invigorating access to the historical.
 Works by Bach, Mozart, Beethoven, Brahms, Liszt, and Tchaikowsky are taken out of the realm of pure
listening into a new world of movement, dance and passion.  The smart, witty arrangements turn the known
into the unexpected. It is outrageous and it is a pleasure.The past has begun to swing and to awake to a
new liveliness.
In the large concert halls and international festivals the KLAZZ BROTHERS and CUBA PERCUSSION have
become a magnet for audiences. The artists appeared in Munich, Berlin, Frankfurt, Leipzig, Dresden, Moscow,
Singapore, Seoul, Taipei and at the Schleswig Holstein Musik Festival, Rheingau Musik Festival, MDR
Musiksommer etc.
The international press praises them with terms like Jazz classics light up like fireworks - A captivating
listening experience of an incredible frequency range - Klazz is addictive - Pure enjoyment from the first note.
The artists received the Echo Klassik Prize 2003 in the category "Classics Without Borders", the Jazz Award
2003 and Jazz Award 2005 for the CD Jazz Meets Cuba and Classic meets Cuba was nominated for the
Grammy 2005 as "Best Classical Crossover Album“. Sony Classical released five CDs Classic meets Cuba,
Jazz meets Cuba, Symphonic Salsa, Mozart meets Cuba and Klazz meets the Voice. In addition, the German
television ARD, ZDF, Deutsche Welle presented the art ists with var ious concerts.
Hollywood has put them into the soundtracks of two films: Carmen Cubana of Classic meets Cuba in “Hitch”
with Will Smith (German premiere March 2005) and Air of Classic meets Cuba in „Collateral“ with Tom Cruise
(German premiere September 2004).
