
Stefan Parkman Conductor

Especially as choir conductor Stefan Parkman has gained a outstanding reputation: He was Chief
Conductor of the Danish Radio Choir and the Swedish Radio Choir and led the Royal Philharmonic
Choir Stockholm and the Uppsala Cathedral Boy's Choir. Since 1983 he leads the Academy
Chamber Choir of Uppsala. Regularly he conducts the renowned choirs worldwide as Rundfunkchor
Berlin, NDR Chor,  SWR Vokalensemble and Netherlands Radio Choir.
With almost all Swedish symphony orchestras Stefan Parkman has been standing on the concert
podium. He conducted the Rundfunk Sinfonieorchester Berlin, Danish Radio Symphony, Odense
Symphony, Aarhus Symphony and led various productions at the  Royal Swedish Opera in Stockholm
as well as at the Norrland Opera in Lulea.
In his career Stefan Parkman has been conducting the whole repertoire for choir a-capella and is
a specialist for contemporary Swedish and Danish works. In future Stefan Parkman will concentrate
on oratorios and operas. More over as conductor Stefan Parkman is in great demand for master
classes and workshops.
His discography include numerous recodings with the Danish Radio Choir and the Swedish Radio
Choir, Rundfunkchor Berlin, Academy Chamber Choir of Uppsala for Chandos, BIS, Vanguard
Classics, Musica Sveciae, Coviello Classics, dacapo and Wergo.
Stefan Parkman was born in Sweden and finished his studies of singing and conducting at the
Royal University College of Music in Stockholm. 1997 he was named Knight of the Dannebrog by
Queen Margarethe II of Denmark. 1998 he was accepted as member at the Royal Swedish Academy
of Music.
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Altogether the program became a great musical pleasure,
for which particularly Stefan Parkman gain acclaim. With

his lively and articulated gestures he formed out of 42
singers a musical corpus; pleasurable, affecting and

wonderful.
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
