
Peter Sadlo Percussion

Exceptional musical flair and dazzling virtuosity has yield Peter Sadlo greatest acclaim by the public
and critics and made him one of the most wanted artist worldwide. Peter Sadlo won several first
pr izes including the Geneva Competi t ion and ARD Competi t ion in Munich.
In 2005 Peter Sadlo has been awarded with the prestigious Europäischer Kulturpreis (Soloists'
prize) at the Concertgebouw Amsterdam. 2006 he received the Cultural Award of Bavaria by E.ON
Bavaria AG for his outstanding artistic engagement. Already at the age of 20 Peter Sadlo became
solo percussionist at the Munich Philharmonic – a position he held for 15 years and in which his
play was deeply influenced by Sergiu Celibidache. From 1998 on he concentrated exclusively on
a career as soloist and ensemble leader.
His solo performances with the most distinguished orchestras of the world assured him international
recognition and led a great number of well-known composers like Luciano Berio, Minas Borboudakis,
Sofia Gubaidulina, Hans Werner Henze or Luigi Nono to work with Peter Sadlo or to write new
pieces for him. In ensembles he appears with famous chamber music partner such as Martha
Argerich, Gidon Kremer or Heinrich Schiff but enhances also young still unknown music groups
with whom he develops innovative concepts and tours through the inland and foreign countries.
Concerts and studio recordings were released by Deutsche Grammophon, EMI, Teldec, Thorofon,
Koch-Schwann and Cavalli Records. For the Deutsche Grammophon series “Der Kleine Hörsaal”
he recorded the CD “Schlagzeug mit Peter Sadlo”, that will be released in autumn 2008.
For his CD Percussion in Concert he has been awarded the Echo Klassik Prize 1998.
In 2005 Peter Sadlo obtained the European Prize of Culture (Soloist) for his impeccable artistic
work and 2006 the Prize of Culture Bavaria from E.On Bayer AG.
Peter Sadlo is a professor at the Mozarteum Salzburg and at the Hochschule für Musik Munich.
He is doctor of musicology of the University of Bukarest and honorary doctor of the State Academy
of Music Sofia.
Since 2007 Peter Sadlo is Artistic Director of the les muséiques chamber music festival in Basel
as successor of Gidon Kremer.
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Unanimous amazement was activated by Peter Sadlo and
his four percussion colleagues with “Musique de Table”

by Thierry de Mey. With bare hands on wooden table the
musicians effectuated numerous exact notated beat, string,
knock and dab sounds, which accumulated altogether in

a captivating multiple voice sound.
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
