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Jan Soderblom Conductor

Jan Séderblom developed in Mozart’s Sinfonia
Concertante plenty of dynamic and differentiation. He
conducted Haydn’s Symphony No. 82 so lively and
effortlessly, that one can understand why the Parisians
could not get enough of Haydn.
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The young ambitious conductor Jan Séderblom has gained outstanding reputation especially in
Scandinavia. As a versatile musician he began as violinist and chamber musician followed by
conducting studies with Jorma Panula and Leif Segerstam when he decided for a career as conductor.

His great repertoire brought him together with well-known orchestras such as Rheinische Philharmonie,
Orchestre de Chambre de Lausanne, Musikkollegium Winterthur, Philharmonisches Orchester
Augsburg, Scottish Chamber Orchestra, Danish Radio Sinfonietta, Norrképing Symphony, Norwegian
Radio Orchestra, Helsinki Philharmonic, Turku Philharmonic, Sinfonia Lahti, Tapiola Sinfonietta,
Avanti! Chamber Orchestra, Virtuosi di Kuhmo und Tampere Philharmonic.

From 2001 to 2007 he was appointed as Music Director of the Lappeenranta City Orchestra Finland
and Artistic Director of Joroinen Music Festival and Musica Fiskars.

Apart from symphonic works Jan Sdderblom appears as an excellent opera conductor who is
convincing not only in the traditional repertoire but has performed world premiers with unknown
pieces for stage. In 2003 Jan Sdderblom was Assistent Conductor of Leif Segerstam at the Royal
Swedish Opera Stockholm with the Makropulos Case and has regularly appeared in recent years,
premiering Sport & Leisure by Thomas Jennefelt in 2004 and Svall by Daniel Bértz in 2006.
Engagements at the Finnish National Opera in 2005 led to immediate reinvitations for ballet
performances by Mozart in 2006 and the first performance of Fredrick Pacius’ opera Kung Karls
Jakt in 2007. In 2007/08 Jan Soderblom lead the reopening of the ballet performances with music
by Mozart.

Forthcoming engagements will include among other concerts appearances with the Nordwestdeutsche
Philharmonie, Sinfonieorchester Osnabriick and Danish Radio Sinfonietta.

Jan Sdderblom was first violinist with the New Helsinki Quartet from 1982 to 2001. He also appeared
as leader with the Finnish Radio Symphony Orchestra, Swedish Radio Symphony Orchestras and
the Tapiola Sinfonietta. Jan S6derblom was nominated the Finland Festivals Young Artist of the
Year in 1991, and in 2002 he received the international Chivas Baton Award.

Jan Soderblom studied at the Edsberg Institute for Music in Stockholm and at the Guildhall School
in London violine. At the Sibelius Academy he graduated 2001 in conducting.
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
