
Antoine Tamestit Viola

Winner of the ARD Munich International Music Competition in 2004, Antoine Tamestit can already
look back to a remarkable musical career and captures the musical world as one of the most
exceptional young artists of his generation.

As a soloist Antoine Tamestit has worked with the BBC Philharmonic, BBC Scottish Symphony
Orchestra, Bavarian Radio Symphony, Gewandhausorchester Leipzig, Deutsches Symphonie-
Orchester Berlin, Dresdner Philharmonie, Deutsche Radiophilharmonie Saarbrücken, Radio
Sinfonieorchester Frankfurt, SWR Sinfonieorchester Stuttgart, Munich Chamber Orchestra, Radio
Sinfonieorchester Wien, Warsaw Philharmonic Orchestra, Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio
France, Orchestre Nationale du Capitole de Toulouse and Orchestre National de Lyon.

His work with German pianist Markus Hadulla has led him to discover the sonata repertoire
performing in the most prestigious concert halls and at festivals in Europe and USA. As a passionate
chamber musician he collaborates with artists such as Gidon Kremer, Julian Rachlin, Natalia
Gutman, Mischa Maisky, Paul Meyer, Emmanuel Pahud, Renaud Capucon, Gautier Capucon and
others.

Antoine Tamestit’s repertoire ranges from the baroque period to the contemporary. His particular
interest for contemporary music enabled him to meet many composers and to perform numerous
world premieres.

His talents have been recognized internationally by awarding him the First Prize at the Maurice
Vieux Competition (Paris, 2000) and First Prize at the William Primrose Competition (Chicago,
2001). Antoine Tamestit is one of the winners of the Borletti-Buitoni Trust Award in 2006.  In 2007
he received the French „Victoires de la Musique“.

Naive classique released his first solo recording with the Bach Partita No. 2 and Ligeti Sonata in
2007. For Virgin Classics he recorded Mozart’s Sinfonia Concertante with Renaud Capucon and
the Scottish Chamber Orchestra. Antoine Tamestit was selected to participate in BBC Radio 3's
New Generation Artists scheme from  2004-2006.

Antoine Tamestit plays on a viola of Etienne Vatelot.

Antoine Tamestit was born in 1979 and studied with Jean Sulem at the Paris Conservatory, at Yale
University with the Tokyo String Quartet and with Tabea Zimmermann in Berlin.
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Tamestit's livey, historically informed manner extends through
the earlier movements of the Bach Partita, the rhythmic character
of each dance emerging with great clarity. The performance of

the Ligeti - a magnificent, enthralling piece, that's already
emerged as a peak of the viola repertoire - is extraordinarily

clean and accurate.
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
