Constantin Trinks, born in 1975, is one of the most talented German conductors of the
young generation. He is appointed as Music Director of the Staatstheater Darmstadt from
the season 2009/10. Since 2006 he is temporary Music Director of the Saarlandisches
Staatstheater Saarbriicken.

After completing his studies with Kazushi Ono and Wolf-Dieter Hauschild at the Hochschule
fur Musik in Karlsruhe, Constantin Trinks had been appointed in 2000/01 as conductor
and solo répétiteur at the Badisches Staatstheater Karlsruhe. 2002/03 he assumed the
position of the second conductor at the Saarlandisches Staatstheater Saarbriicken. In the
season 2005/06 he became first conductor and Assistant Music Director.

In Saarbriicken he conducted Das Rheingold, Don Carlos, La Bohéme, Don Giovanni,
Elektra, Lucia di Lammermoor, Il Trovatore, Der Fliegende Hollander, Hoffmanns
Erzéhlungen, Die Zauberfléte, Nono’s Intolleranza amongst others and symphony concerts.
New productions of La Traviata, Lohengrin, Carmen, The First Emperor by Tan Dun,
Cavalleria Rusticana/l Pagliacci and Salome will follow.

Guest performances led him to the Mannheim Opera with Rigoletto and to Nirnberg Opera
with Lucia di Lammermoor. He has made appearances in concerts with the Norddeutsche
Philharmonie and the KBS Symphony Orchestra Korea. In 2007 he conducted Don Giovanni
at the Komische Oper Berlin. Forthcoming invitations include the new production of Don
Giovanni at the New National Theatre Tokyo in December 2008 as well as concerts with
the Frankfurt Radio Symphony Orchestra, Staatsorchester Mainz and Wuppertal Symphony.

Important experiences he was gathering at the Karlsruhe Opera as well as in baroque
music and historical performance practice as a choir singer in the Kammerchor Stuttgart,
as assistant at the Schwetzinger Festspiele, Handel Festspiele Karlsruhe and Aalto Theater
Essen.

Constantin Trinks was born in Karlsruhe and already started playing piano and horn in his
early childhood.
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
