Short biography
Brilliant technique and deep expression are the attributes of the young Hungarian pianist Gergely
Bogányi. His extraordinary sensitive interpretations make him one of the most impressing musicians
in our time. Gergely Bogányi gave his highly acclaimed debut with the London Philharmonic Orchestra
and Copenhagen Philharmonic in 2004/05. He has performed the complete piano œuvre by Chopin
and major works by Liszt in recitals. In 2001 his series of Chopin’s complete piano works in Helsinki
was named „best concert series of the year“ by the Gramofon Magazine.
