Daniel Hope devotes a
portion of his time to conceptual projects. His award-winning project East meets West presents works
for violin composed by Ravi Shankar. A close association with the Oscar™ winning actor Klaus Maria
Brandauer has led to a series of highly successful projects such as In search for freedom (War and
Pieces) and Mozart Unplugged!; other evenings combining words and music created by Hope include
An Audience with Beethoven with Mia Farrow; Forbidden not forgotten with chamber music and poetry
from the Theresienstadt Ghetto; and Music to die for!, a play written by the Whitbread-prize winning
author Christopher Hope with music performed by Hope and jazz pianist , directed by Jonathan Moore.

Daniel Hope’s dedication to 20th-century and contemporary music has been manifested in his close
contacts with such eminent composers as Schnittke, Takemitsu, Kurtag, Gubaidulina, Penderecki,
Turnage, Halffter, and HK Gruber. Daniel Hope continues to actively commission works by young
composers. These have included a Violin Concerto “Ballad of Ariel” by Jan Muller-Wieland, whose
premiére was given in Berlin in 2002; and a work by British composer Huw Watkins. Roxanna Panufnik
composed a Violin Concerto called “Abraham” for Hope which received its premiére at the Savannah
Music Festival in 2005.

In 2007 Daniel Hope signed an exclusive contract with Deutsche Grammophon. His discography includes
the Alban Berg Violin Concerto and Benjamin Britten Concerto, , John Fould’s Apotheosis — in memoriam
Joseph, Mozart Sonata for Violin and Piano KV 379, Concerto for Violin and Piano D major with Sebastian
Knauer, East meets West with Gaurav Mazumdar and friends, Shostakovich Concertos No. 1 and 2 and
Bach Violin Concertos, all for Warner Records.
