Barnabás Kelemen has established himself as one of the leading violinists of his generation, appearing regularly
as a concerto soloist, recitalist, and chamber musician at many of the world's major musical venues and
festivals. The young violinist is prize winner of multitudinous international eminently respectable competitions
such as the Queen Elizabeth Competition 2001 in Brussels. In 2002 he won the First Prize at the International
Violin Competition Indianapolis.
