Short biography
Nicholas Milton has established a reputation as one of the leading Australian conductors of his generation. His
appearances on stage have drawn praise for their strong conviction. The immediacy of his rapport and engagement
with orchestral players has delighted musicians and audiences alike.
Originally a violinist, Nicholas Milton graduated from the Sydney Conservatorium of Music. He studied conducting
with Jorma Panula at the Sibelius Academy, Finland, at Mannes College of Music New York, and the Juilliard
School. An advocate for contemporary Australian orchestral music, Nicholas Milton conducts numerous premieres
in Europe and Australia.

Opera
Nicholas Milton is a devoted interpreter of opera and served as Artistic Director of the Bel Canto Opera Company
of South Australia from 2000-2003. His performance of Don Giovanni received superb reviews. He conducted La
Bohème, Barber of Seville, La Traviata, Il Trovatore, Carmen, L’elisir d’amore and Don Pasquale. Other opera
credits include productions of Le Nozze di Figaro, Humperdinck’s Hänsel und Gretel and Johann Strauss‘ Die
Fledermaus with the Jena Philharmonic and the Hochschule für Musik Weimar.
