Exceptional musical flair and dazzling virtuosity has yield Peter Sadlo greatest acclaim by the public
and critics and made him one of the most wanted artist worldwide. Already at the age of 20 Peter Sadlo
became solo percussionist at the Munich Philharmonic – a position he held for 15 years and in which
his play was deeply influenced by Sergiu Celibidache. Since 2007 Peter Sadlo is Artistic Director of
the les muséiques chamber music festival in Basel.
