Short biography
The young ambitious conductor Jan Söderblom has gained outstanding reputation especially in Scandinavia.
As a versatile musician he began as violinist and chamber musician followed by conducting studies with
Jorma Panula and Leif Segerstam when he decided for a career as conductor. His great repertoire brought
him together with well-known orchestras such as Helsinki Philharmonic, Norwegian Radio Orchestra and
RTVE Orchestra Madrid.

Opera
Apart from symphonic works Jan Söderblom appears as an excellent opera conductor who is convincing
not only in the traditional repertoire but has performed world premiers with unknown pieces for stage. In
2003 Jan Söderblom was Assistent Conductor of Leif Segerstam at the Royal Swedish Opera Stockholm
with the Makropulos Case and has regularly appeared in recent years, premiering Sport & Leisure by
Thomas Jennefelt in 2004 and Svall by Daniel Börtz in 2006. Engagements at the Finnish National Opera
in 2005 led to immediate reinvitations for ballet performances by Mozart in 2006 and the first performance
of Fredrick Pacius’ opera Kung Karls Jakt in 2007. In 2007/08 Jan Söderblom will lead the reopening of
the ballet performances with music by Mozart.
