Winner of the ARD Munich International Music Competition in 2004, Antoine Tamestit can already look back to
a remarkable musical career and captures the musical world as one of the most exceptional young artists of his
generation.  His talents have been recognized internationally by awarding him the First Prize at the Maurice Vieux
Competition (Paris, 2000) and First Prize at the William Primrose Competition (Chicago, 2001). Antoine Tamestit
is one of the winners of the Borletti-Buitoni Trust Award in 2006. In 2007 he received the French „Victoires de la
Musique“.
